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Belle Flower Missionary Baptist Church, Founded in 1868, was a hub for
community and national organizers during the civil rights movement. In the
1960s the Grenada County Freedom Movement was based in the church along
with representatives of the Southern Christian Leadership Conference.

Established circa 1840, this is Grenada'’s oldest
cemetery. Buried here are many prominent,
early citizens, including Rev. Abraham Lucas,
who performed the “marriage of Pittsburg & Tullahoma” on July 4, 1836, forming
Grenada. Also buried here are victims of the 1878 Yellow Fever epidemic and
approximately 150 Confederate soldiers.

Listed on the National Register of Historic Places. Contains grave sites of many
of the victims of the epidemic that almost wiped out Grenada in 1878.

Two forts were built in anticipation of a battle being
fought on the Yalobusha River when General Grant was
advancing down the Mississippi Central Railroad. These
Confederate Forts are located on U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers Property on Grenada Lake, and are open to
the public. One of these forts has been restored and is
occasionally visited by Civil War reenactors.

Settlers in the towns of Tullahoma and Pittsburgh
(both founded from Choctaw Indian land ceded
to the U.S. by the Treaty of Dancing Rabbit Creek
in 1830) gathered to incorporate the town of
Grenada by staging a mock marriage between a
Tullahoma Bride and a groom from Pittsburg. The wedding took place on the
site that is now Grenada’s Downtown Square. Here you can find murals that
depict the life and times in the 1940s. Our square gazebo is a lovely site for
hosting a number of musicians, events and holiday cheer.

The Grenada Lake Visitor Center is the perfect starting point for your visit to
Grenada Lake. This uniquely designed facility features a theater and exhibits
that interpret the lake and its natural resources. It is an excellent place to explore
the rich history and cultures that have influenced and impacted this region of
Mississippi. The Visitor Center also provides information about Grenada Lake’s
recreation facilities, local attractions and an overlook which provides a panoramic
view of the 36,000 acre Grenada Lake.

The existing depot was rebuilt on the original site after being destroyed by
Union Calvary in 1863, now owned by Grenada Railway/lowa Pacific. The depot
and trains were featured in ABC's television show, “ Women of the Movement.”

Listed on the National Register of Historic Places, this historic building was
Grenada's first postal-owned building that is an example of the Georgian
Revival style of architecture. It was featured on an episode of HGTV's
ReZoned. It is now the home of Engagements Bridal & Formal Wear Boutique
and Postmasters Quarters.

NORTH ABUTMENT CAMPGROUND: 2202 Scenic Loop 333 North
Abutment is equipped with 88 RV site pads, each with a parking apron and 50 amp
electric and water hookups. The lake is accessible via nearby boat ramps, found just
outside of the campground.

EAGLE POINT CAMPGROUND: By Grenada Beach Eagle Point
Campground is a primitive campground which is adjacent to Main Beach and is
in the same vicinity as Oak Grove Beach, Tall Pines Day Use Area, and Grenada
Landing. This campground has eight updated, primitive campsites which overlook
the lake. Day-Use pavilions are also available to rent around the lake.

NORTH GRAYSPORT CAMPGROUND: Rural east end of Grenada Lake
This 50-site campground offers water, sewer, and electrical hook-ups and is a
favorite with our hunters and fishermen.

GUMS CROSSING: Next to the Skuna River Gums Crossing offers 6 sites with
water and electrical hook-ups, a boat ramp and a restroom facility.

BRYANT CAMPGROUND - North side of Grenada Lake from Hwy. 7
Bryant has 4 sites with water and electrical hook-ups. The area also provides a boat
ramp and restroom facility.
